NOTES ON THE SURVEY AND RECODE FILE

Survey

1. HV040 and V040 were set to not applicable, because all altitudes values < 1000 m

2. Please note that in only 50% of the households anthropometric measurements were taken. The same households were selected for male interviewing, HIV and malaria testing in the household 

3. One woman was selected by household for the domestic violence module of the female questionnaire.

4. The original identifiers of the data were scrambled. This was done to assure anonymity in HIV testing. The new identifiers (cluster number + household number for households and these plus line number for individuals) have no relation with the original sample design.

5. Biomarkers were collected in 50% of the households as follows:

Notes on Recode File

Inconsistencies in the Data Files
Household and female recode

1. In 50 interviews the duration of individual interviewing was longer than 3 hours. 

2.  In 869 cases the age of a child in HC1 was below 2 years, but the height of the child (anthropometry) was measured standing up or the child was older than 2 years, but the height was taken lying down.

3. In 177 instances a date of vaccination was found within 7 days of a previous vaccination.

4. In 139 cases where age at death was reported as one year, while it should have been declared in months.

5. In 14 households no de jure adult members were found.

6. In 4 cases where Respondent reported never having sex, but has been married
7. In 533 cases the age of a woman in the height and weight section differs from the age declared in the household listing. The same was found for 372 children and 383 men.

8. There one (1) household where the head of the household is not listed as the first entry in the household schedule.

9. For 197 women the educational level in the height and height/weight/hemoglobin/HIV sections of the household questionnaire differs from the educational level in the household listing. 

10. For 639 women the number of years of education at a declared level differs. 

11. For 215 men the educational level in the height and height/weight/hemoglobin/HIV sections of the household questionnaire differs from the educational level in the household listing. 

12. For 933 men the number of years of education at a certain level differs
